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April 21 2012 Vienna Tournie Pre-Registration Information Sheet

Touch Austria will be hosting the 5th Annual Vienna International Club Friendly Tournament on Saturday April 21st 2012. Most details are exactly the same as previous years.

Registration:

Please find attached in the email the registration form. The Tournament is limited to the first 9 Mixed Teams and 4 Mens Teams t send in a registration form and pay the 50 euros deposit. Vienna already has 3 Mixed teams and 1 Mens Team entered, so there are 6 Mixed spots available and 3 Mens.

I will keep any of you who indicate strong interest (but have not officially registered), up to date with how many spots are available in case you are close to registering and don’t want to miss out.
Teams:
We will have a 9 team Mixed division plus a 4 Team Mens division (exactly like last year) = total 13 teams. 

The Open Mixed division will be split into 2 seeded groups, with more experienced teams playing each other, with a few play-off games between the higher ranked B division against the lower ranked A division (again like last year).  Hopefully this avoids too many one-sided games.
The Open Mens division worked well last year. There needs to be a minimum of 4 Mens Teams to make the division work. Vienna will have 1 Mens Open Team there.
Individual players or ‘part-teams’ are welcome, and we will fit you in with a Vienna Team or something like that.

It is a club Tournament, but you are welcome to bring your prospective Euros Teams if you wish, as game time together is always helpful. Hopefully the seeding of the Mixed division will keep one-sided affairs to a minimum.

Referees:
7 full time Refs.
Non-playing full time qualified Refs are offered travel contribution plus accommodation billet style with one of our Vienna players, as follows:
 - Qualified European Level 2 = 75 euros travel contribution.
 - Qualified European Level 3 and above = 125 euros travel contribution.
Derek Fisher, European Director of Referees will be there and you may wish to use the Tournament as an upgrade and/or Ref coaching opportunity, as follows:

 - Upgrade assessments to Level 1 and 2;
 - Coaching towards Level 3 and above.
Games:

A total of 5 games for most teams, duration 25 minutes (2 x 12 minute halves, 1 minute half time.)
Fields:

2 marked fields – one F.I.T 50m x 70m standard, one 43m x 70m (slightly narrower).

Touch Bus:

For €5 per head, you can book a seat on the 80 seater Touch Bus, which leaves from WestBahnhof train station in Vienna City to the fields, then brings you directly from the fields after showers at the fields, to the Flanagans Pub where the party is. There is a place downstairs to store your bags etc at the Pub. Please indicate in the registration form if your Team would like to use this facility.
